Assist staff in the field and office to perform hydraulic, hydrologic, and environmental related measurements as well as land use documentation.  This may require driving a vehicle on public roadways or in the field on uneven terrain.  

Assist staff with document evaluation and organization and database management. Perform special projects related to the Section's assignments as directed by the supervisor.
