	activity: POSITION SUMMARY 

Under the supervision of a registered Senior Engineer, WR or direction from his assignee, the incumbent will perform the more complex and difficult non-professional engineering work in assignments for performing project surveillance and water quality within the Southern Field Division. Must use good judgment and carry out all work assignments in a safe and efficient manner. May perform lead person functions when required. May perform administrative tasks in SAP such as time reports, program reports, requisitioning, work order notifications and other SAP functions. Provides support to the Planner/Scheduler function. 

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS 

This position requires that the incumbent work cooperatively with others, adjust priorities based on operational needs, maintain regular, consistent, predictable attendance, and exercise good judgment. The specific essential duties are, but not limited to: 

Performs in the maintenance and installation of computerized project surveillance instrumentation. As part of the project surveillance unit, monitors instrumentation throughout the field division as necessary, but primarily on the East Branch including Silverwood and Perris Dams, canal locations, Pearblossom, Mojave Pumping Plant, Devil Canyon Powerplants, and East Branch Extension.  Using surveying equipment, assists in determining vertical and horizontal elevations and distances in the field for settlement, deflection and movement. Performs the initial evaluation of this data for unusual or abnormal behavior and assists in analysis to determine long term structural behavior of these facilities.  Enters surveillance data into computer for reference by engineers. Initiates job requests for maintenance of structures and embankments. Performs leak and other comparative studies as necessary.  Monitors, tests, maintains, reads, programs, and troubleshoots automated surveillance equipment.

	activity2: Assists the Engineer, WR in monitoring and testing check structures, pipelines, towers and underground structures for corrosion and catholic interference and assists in repairs.  Inspects canal, tunnels, pipelines, bridges, over chutes, culverts and other structures, plants, and
embankments for unusual or abnormal behavior and for non-project encroachment structure and utilities. Inspects work in project right-of-way for compliance with plans and specifications of construction projects. Maintains contact with local contractors working next to or crossing the State Water Project, noting safety hazards or conditions that could cause damage to State property. 
Responsible for computer and physical maintenance of the MSDS stations located throughout the field division. Create and maintain the Southern Field Division engineering library. 

Performs water quality with readings and monitoring, including profiles, and samples field division reservoirs. Collects samples in open aqueducts, tunnels, pipelines and stream influent to project reservoirs. Maintains files and data bases, prepares draft reports. Performs maintenance on water quality instrumentation and equipment. Conducts laboratory tests on water sewage and participates in applications to project water for aquatic growth and vector control. Maintains, operates and reviews operation of small water treatment plants. Incumbent will be required to travel to remote areas within the field division. 

Must have a valid California Class C license as incumbent will be required to operate automotive vehicles on public roadways. Travel to remote areas within the field division is necessary to perform the requirements of this position. 

OTHER RESPONSIBILITIES 

Acts as member or lead person of survey party or inspection team when necessary. Maintains engineering documents and safety documents as necessary. 

SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS 

Employee is required to successfully complete all safety training related to the functions of the job. 

Physical requirements: strength and ability to move 50 pounds; ability to bend, stoop, stretch; ability to ascend/descend stairs, embankment slopes, climb ladders, enter/exit vehicles, confined spaces and hydraulic structures to perform inspections.
