Under direction of a Senior Engineering Geologist, provides timely, cost effective, and high-quality engineering geology services to meet the needs of the client.  Works proactively to analyze situations and take effective action to complete projects on time and within budget.  Coordinates efforts with other participants, the client, section and branch managers, and division management. 
 
ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS

This position requires that the incumbent work cooperatively with others and maintain consistent and regular attendance.  The specific essential duties are:

Compiles, analyzes, and evaluates geologic data obtained in the field, laboratory, and from existing databases. Examines and evaluates seismotectonic features. Synthesizes the results with existing knowledge, and develops findings, conclusions, and recommendations for action to present to division program manager and client. Provides assistance to Faulting/Seismicity Specialist in preparing design ground motions and conducting seismic hazard assessments for dams and water conveyance structures. Acts periodically as geology and/or faulting and seismicity subject matter expert for dam safety hazard and risk workshops. Prepares clear and succinct memorandums/reports to document findings, conclusions, and recommendations. Uses Microsoft Word, PowerPoint, ArcGIS Pro, Adobe Software Suite, Excel, Bentley MicroStation, gINT, TabLogs, and other computer programs to assist in report preparation. Such documents are prepared so only a minimum amount of editing by supervisor is required. 

Performs field explorations and engineering geologic evaluations. Logs geologic conditions exposed by subsurface exploration. Locates, identifies, classifies, and analyzes the nature, extent, and occurrence of soil and rock suitable for construction purposes. Performs geophysical measurements and in-place geotechnical tests in the field.  Determines the occurrence of

Determines the sequence, structure, and relationship of geologic formations as they affect project facilities. Maps and logs geologic conditions exposed at project sites and during construction of features of State Water Project and other facilities. Prepares geologic profiles, cross sections, structure maps, charts, and graphs. 

Directs the work of exploration contractors in the field. Supervises foundation preparation and grouting during construction. Evaluates and approves foundations for construction. Selects, obtains, and packages samples of soil, rock, water, and other natural fluids for transport to laboratories for testing. 

Develops and recommends drilling and other exploration programs. Prepares specifications and contracts for exploration services; handles contract correspondence and contractor site visits. Arranges for right-of-way and environmental clearances.

Provides on the job training, guidance, technical direction, and support to others in the Project Geology section.

DISASTER SERVICE WORKER STATUS

In accordance with California Government Code Section 3100-3109, all public employees are designated as Disaster Service Workers. These functions are established in the California State Emergency Plan and the Department's Administrative Orders.  Incumbent may also be assigned to assist with emergency response and emergency recovery efforts in support of the California Governor’s Office of Emergency Services (Cal OES) or other partner agencies.

	activity3: SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS
Incumbent must possess a valid California driver’s license and be available to travel statewide. Drive vehicles off road usually on rugged terrain to and from the job sites. Incumbent must also be able to make field inspections and site visits in areas of difficult access. Perform inspections of slopes, embankments, tunnels, pipes, and other enclosed areas. Field inspections and site visits may require hiking and/or climbing over rugged terrain including landslides, steep slopes, and construction sites. Travel typically consists of about 30 to 40% of the employee’s time per year but could be higher in unusual circumstances. Range D incumbent must maintain a valid California Professional Geologist license.
